• A	grade	of	C	indicates	that	the	student	has	made	some	progress	in	their	research	
toward	degree	completion,	consistent	with	the	number	of	thesis	credit	hours	for	
which	the	student	is	enrolled	for	the	semester,	yet	with	substantial	issues	such	as	
missing	deliverables,	deadlines,	etc.	

• A	grade	of	D	or	below	indicates	that	the	student	did	not	meet	the	expectations	for	
satisfactory	performance	during	the	term.
