Course Description

This course provides academic credit for undergraduate research under the direction of a
faculty member. The scope and direction of the research are determined by the student (or
small group of students) in consultation with the course instructor.

Course Learning Outcomes

By enrolling in this course, students will:
1. Engage in independent research under faculty supervision.

2. Gain experience in formulating research questions and applying methods appropriate
to their discipline.

3. Communicate research activity through interactions with their instructor and in
writing.

Required Course Materials

No textbooks or materials are required. Resources for research are determined in
consultation with the instructor.

Grading Policy

This course is graded based on completion of agreed upon topics and deliverables (slide
decks, written reports, etc.) between the student and instructor. It uses a letter grade system,
with available options being A, B, C, and F.

e Agrade of A indicates that the student has made acceptable progress in their selected
topic of research, consistent with the number of credit hours for which the student is
enrolled for the semester and agreed upon deliverables.
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e A grade of Bindicates that the student did not meet the full expectations for
satisfactory performance during the term, but made some notable progress on
research and deliverables.

e A grade of Cindicates that the student made only minor progress on research and
deliverables.

e A grade of F indicates that the student made essentially no progress on research
and/or did not produce the agreed upon deliverables.

Attendance Policy

This course does not include scheduled class meetings. The frequency and format of
student-faculty contact are determined by mutual agreement and are consistent with the
number of credit hours for which the student is enrolled.
