Descripcidn del curso:

Los estudiantes de SPAN 4251 tienen que:

(1) dedicar 80 horas a cualquier combinacion de las siguientes tareas:

Complete internship or volunteer hours in the area of health care and medicine,
broadly conceived, (using Spanish at least 50% of the time) and keep a biweekly
blog (in Spanish) about the experience. *Volunteer/internship hours must be signed
by your supervisor on the time log for the course. A supervisor evaluation is required
for anyone counting 30 or more hours of the 80 total hours at the same
volunteer/internship site. Possible internships in Atlanta at the Latin American
Association, Children’s Healthcare of Atlanta, and Good Samaritan Health Center.
Complete one (or two) job shadowing activities related to healthcare or medicine
and write about the experience (in Spanish). (Must be done individually.)

Attend and write about (in Spanish) one (or two) networking events (in person or
virtual) related to healthcare or medicine in general or for U.S. Latinos in particular.
(Must be done individually.) Note that the Latin American Association will host its
annual “Feria de Salud” (Health Expo) in August 2024, so you might help with
organizing that event: https://thelaa.org/health-expo/

(2) dedicar 10 horas (o 20 horas si tienes las dos clases) a poner todas las actividades
seleccionadas de (1) en tu propia pagina web o blog personal.

(3) participar en 5 reuniones con la profesora para reflexionar oralmente sobre la
experiencia de la practica

(4) escribir una reflexion final de hasta 1000 palabras sobre la experiencia de la clase.
Debes contestar las siguientes preguntas e incluir la reflexién escrita en la pagina web o
blog creado:

;Qué ha sido el aspecto mas desafiante (“challenging”) o dificil? ;Por qué? ;Cémo
superaste los desafios o dificultades?

;.Como has mejorado tu espafiol a través de la experiencia de esta clase? (Considera
tu habilidad de leer, escribir, hablar, pronunciar y entender ademas de tu nivel de
vocabulario y gramatica.)

;Qué has aprendido sobre diferentes actitudes culturales hacia la salud y la
medicina gracias a la clase?
