o Do you actively engage in every rehearsal? (i.e. not on your phone, ipad, laptop,
etc.)
o Do you remain respectful, focused, and responsive to both the conductor and your
peers?
o Do you contribute positively to sectional and full ensemble discussions (e.g.,
asking clarifying questions, offering thoughtful suggestions)?
2. Preparedness:
o Do you arrive on time and ready to rehearse?
Do you bring your folder, music, and pencil to every rehearsal?
Do you complete required preparations, such as listening to practice recordings?
Do you turn in your folder at the end of the semester?
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Final Grade Breakdown

o Attendance (Rehearsals & Performances): 60%
o Participation (Preparation, Contribution, Collaboration): 40%
