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Course description:

Television shows, movies, music, books, and other forms of mass media provide
tremendous insight into the varied experiences of first-generation college students.
Through character portrayal and complex storytelling in their scripts, lyrics, and written
words, audiences are provided a glimpse into the real lived experiences of first-
generation students. This course will cross analyze characters and various forms of popular
mass media with current student development theories and intersectionality as it relates to
holistic student success.
