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Course description:

This course explores how women have used science fiction, fantasy, and horror to
imagine new relationships among gender, science, culture, and power for more than two
centuries.

Each unit is structured in two parts. We begin by studying the historical development of
women'’s work in a speculative genre, then turn to contemporary writers who continue to
reshape that tradition.
