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Course description:

Spanish 3101: Spanish Conversation is an intermediate conversational course designed to
improve students’ communicative abilities. Certain grammar points will be covered for
review and refinement, and weekly vocabulary will enhance confidence in speaking. This
course includes the integration of several approaches to language learning: class
discussions, grammatical exercises, vocabulary building, individual presentations, small
group discussions, and professional language-partner conversations.
